How do I get information for the brochure?

Use a search engine such as Altavista, Yahoo, or Google to search for information on your city.  Consider using multiple search terms, such as “London and economy” or “Rome and ‘places to visit.’”

How do I make the brochure?
My recommendation would be to use Microsoft Word.  Create a new document and then divide it into columns (Format menu on top, then select Columns and choose the number of columns or folds your brochure will have).  You probably want to have three folds, and therefore, three columns.

In order to use both sides of your brochure, you will want to have two pages of material and then tape, paste, or staple the two pages together back to back.

Another possible idea would be to create and print sections of the brochure and then tape or paste them onto a sturdy piece of construction paper for a larger and more attractive brochure.  This would be great but it is not a requirement.

Before creating your brochure, you should quickly sketch out the format of your brochure – think about how it will fold into three parts with two sides and where you would like your elements – including symbols and pictures – to go.  Remember that you will only have two periods of class time to research and create your brochure, so use your time well and consider doing some work outside of class if you want to have a quality product.
