During the January 23, 2012, Green Bay Area P@ilwol District (GBAPSD) School Board meeting, 8ahool
Board voted to officially request a change of cosfiee for West High School. On the following dayetter was
sent to the Wisconsin Interscholastic Athletic Asaton (WIAA) formally requesting that Green Bayed! High
School be moved from the Fox River Classic Confegdn the Bay Conference by the GBAPSD. Why wauwid
School Board take such an action and what doéBiglinean for our current and future Wildcats?’d &tke a look

First, the Fox River Classic Conference (FRCC)dsemt conference with strong schools, good teant outstand
ing facilities. Over the history of the conferentaams from West High School have fared very welning sever
al conference championships. However, during st peveral years we have struggled with our ghdiconsist-
ently compete within such a strong conference. |&\thie change in our ability to compete at the haylel we de-
sire cannot be placed on just one factor, our dngngnroliment has definitely played a major rolguring the past
number of years, most schools within the FRCC lexyerienced a steady growth in their overall scipopiulation
while WHS has seen a steady decline in our ovstadlent population. In 2005, WHS had an enrolline#rii328
students. In 2010, our reported enroliment deek&s 985, putting us near the bottom of the FREC@gards to
enrollment with only Notre Dame having fewer studenAlthough over the course of the past 18 ngntle are
excited to report that our enrollment has not aeclibut remained steady for the first time in nesit years.) The
largest team in the FRCC has a student populafiomer 2200 students.

While comparing school enrollments alone does elbthie entire story of a schools ability to congefithin a con-
ference, it is a great starting point. The adntiats/e team at WHS is well aware of our studemiydation and our
current participation rates, which is why we conitaspeak with students about becoming or staiimglved with
WHS co-curricular activities. In addition, the WH8ministrative team has also hired several newleEmover the
past 18 months in an effort to get the best coaalveking with our students. If WHS does join thayBConfer-
ence, we will be one of the larger schools in tieference. The current Bay Conference containfolteving
schools (with enrollments): Denmark (519), Hortdiev{1087), Luxemburg-Casco (622), Marinette (690w
London (838), Oconto Falls (563), Seymour (753pv&mo (908), and West De Pere (826).

Besides trying to recruit more students to paréitaépanother recent area of focus for all of ohlesit teams has
been and will continue to be the utilization of éitmess center. Having student-athletes improwegr tstrength, bal
ance, flexibility, speed, and agility will be kegrfour future athletic team’s ability to compete.

Now that the formal request to change conferenaeben submitted to the WIAA, it may take severaths to
several years for any action to be taken regardimgequest. And even though we are requestifgage of con-
ferences, this does not mean all of our storiealsivsuch as our famous East vs. West football gami# be for-
gotten or not allowed to continue. Over the nextesal months, there will be meetings with varistakeholders af
various levels about best possible solutions iamgto our request.

While changing conferences by itself will not al@wdve our recent competition challenges, it welitainly help
many of our programs reestablish themselves byimgaggainst other similar caliber programs. | aspédful that if
we are allowed to change conferences, our studblgta participation rates will increase and sd auir students
self-confidence because they will be competing omee level “playing field”. When students beliehey can
succeed and the scoreboard gleams with the rewétlsir hard work from time to time, everybody it the
Wildcat Family wins!

What's a Parent to Do??

Familiarize yourself with cyber technology, the inernet as well as your child’s cell phone.

Prepare your child for the Cyber World and set up wles for your family.

Place the family computer in an open area such ake kitchen or family room; NEVER in your
child’s bedroom

TALK WITH your child about their internet and cell phone use.

LISTEN to them and learn from them. If you noticea change in their behavior realize it may be
related to problems in their cyber world. If so, allk with them and together work out a way to
handle it. Contacting their school social worker, guidance counselor or psyabgiktis a good
starting point.
