Civil War Paper 2007

Students will be writing a research paper on the Civil War from the information they have gained through lecture/discussion, their book, video and independent research. Students are to tell about the events leading up to the Civil War (before), the significant events during the Civil War, and how the country dealt with the aftermath of the Civil War. 

Students are required to provide in this order: a web, outline, the paper, citation list, the three peer review sheets for this project, your rough draft, and the outline/cause and effect sheets. They must use the 62 vocabulary terms from their textbook that we used in this unit. Vocabulary words should be underlined once for identification purposes. You only need to underline them the first time. There is no page limit on this paper. It is expected to be typed: 12-point Times Roman and single-spaced.  Students are expected to have causes and effects backed up with examples. Students will be sharing their work with three other students on May 17, and those students will be editing the paper for them. They will in turn be expected to review three papers for their peers as well.
