Welcome to Modern World and Early U.S. History!

This history course is a SS9 course that will survey the history of the world from Reformation to Reconstruction. Students will be covering a modern world history from the Reformation to World War II era in the first semester. Second semester, students will cover Early American/U.S. history up to Reconstruction.  We will look at how factors such as geography, political power, government, social structure, culture, religion, cause and effect and social responsibility play a part in the creation of the United States and the role the U.S. plays in the world.

What is expected of a History Student?

· Everyone is expected to come to class to learn.
· Completion of daily assignments

· Attentive in class 

· Keep up-to-date on current events

· Positively participate in class activities and discussion 

· It is also important for the student to take responsibility for his or her own work and behavior

· Work must be turned in on time to receive a grade of excellence

UNACCETABLE BEHAVIOR

· Plagiarism is not acceptable and can lead to removal from the class with no credit. 

· Tardiness to class is unacceptable and will be met with discipline consequences if reoccurring. 

· Cheating is not tolerated and will result in a zero for parties involved and may lead to removal from class.

· Drink or Food, other than water, is prohibited.

DISCIPLINE PROCEDURE (This includes tardiness.)

1. First offense – You will be given a verbal warning or referral

2. Second offense – Phone call, e-mail or letter home to parent/guardian and a detention.

3. Third offense – Discipline referral to the office.

4. Subsequence offenses – Meeting with guidance, parent/guardian, teacher and student.

RESPECT

· Treat yourself and others with respect.

· Arrive on time to class or the discipline procedure will be followed.

· Inappropriate language and/or actions are not respectful and will not be permitted in the classroom or the hallway. There has been an inordinate amount of offensive language and the discipline procedure will be strictly followed. 

· Use your passing time wisely. Passes will only be given out in emergencies. 

ASSIGNMENTS AND TESTS

· Turn in work when it is due.

· Late work- one day late is worth 80% of the earned score. Two days late or later - assignment will be graded at 50% of earned score until week five of grading period. After week five of grading period, missing work will be calculated as a zero.

· Extra Credit can only be credited if ALL assigned work is in.

· A student may retake 1 failed test per grading period to earn no more than 70%.
