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Teens Parenting 2      ( TP2)


Teens Parenting 2 focuses on teen parents understanding growth and development of children, birth to two years of age.  Students will be able to immediately implement parenting strategies on their child.

Units of study will include: infant care, child development, community resources available for families, developing positive self-concept, infant and toddler safety, health care and immunization, nutrition, family planning, sexual health, and legal issues surrounding the young child.


1. TAPP teacher’s prior approval, intake meeting, AND parental permission if under 18. 

2. Students are either pregnant or parenting teens.

1. Student will need 1 spiral notebook to be used exclusively as a journal.

2. If purchasing the workbook, Baby’s First Year, the student cost is $2.50.

1. Knowing how to utilize community resources available for individuals and families.

2. Understanding terminology related to child development.

3. Understanding and using strategies to solve continuing concerns of the family.

Standard 5: The student will understand growth and development as it relates to individuals and families across the life span by:
1. Knowing the stages of growth and development in infants and toddlers.

2. Understanding how a positive self-concept develops.

3. Understanding safety and health issues related to infants and toddlers.

Standard 6:The student will understand factors that influence wellness across the life span by:
1. Understanding food and nutritional information.

2. Knowing the causes and ways to prevent sexually transmitted diseases.

3. Understanding family planning options including natural family planning.

Standard 8:The student will understand the rights and responsibilities of being a parent by:

1. Understanding the impact of the law as it relates to child custody and child support.

2. Understanding the role wills and insurance play in a child’s future.

3. Understand various parenting strategies.
