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4. PUMPING STATION -

5. FOOD PREP EQUIPMENT – 

Nutritional needs increase during pregnancy and breastfeeding.  TAPP classroom is equipped with a refrigerator and microwave.  Students are allowed to bring/prepare simple nutritional snacks to eat in TAPP class.
