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Teens Parenting 1    ( TP1)


The focus of this class is on prenatal development and childbirth education for the teen parent.  Units of study will include:  human reproduction, stages of pregnancy, management of pregnancy discomforts, impact of drugs and alcohol, Lamaze labor and delivery, nutrition, family planning, sexual health, the adoption process, community resources available for families, child support and custody.


1. TAPP teacher’s prior approval, intake meeting, and parental permission if under 18.

2. Students are either pregnant or parenting teens.

5. Understanding family planning options including natural family planning.

Standard 8:  The student will understand the rights and responsibilities of being a parent by:

1. Understanding the adoption process.

2. Understanding paternity and custody issues.
