World Religions Research Project

When studying current and historical events, it is important for you, the historian, to understand not only the chronological (timeline) of events, but also the culture of the people. One aspect of culture is religion. Using your Cornell notes from lecture, your classroom textbook, and other resources, you will need to compare and contrast showing a visual and write a summary. Below are various options and rubrics for you to show your understanding of the religions unit.
This assignment is to be completed outside of class time and is due on October 26th.


For an opportunity to earn 77-84% (C) you need to complete the following:
· Draw a graphic organizer comparing and contrasting TWO of the five religions discussed in class. 
· Write a summary of at least three paragraphs (intro, comparing, contrast)
· Turn in the above on a sheet of paper 
· Turn in your Cornell Notes


For an opportunity to earn 85-92% (B) you need to complete the following:
· Draw a graphic organizer (or two) comparing and contrasting THREE of the five religions discussed in class. 
· Write a summary of at least four paragraphs (intro, comparing, contrast, conclusion)
· Turn in the above on a poster displaying your graphic organizers and paper.
· Turn in your Cornell Notes separately (do not display these)


For an opportunity to earn 93-100% (A) you need to complete the following:
· Draw a couple (or several) graphic organizers comparing and contrasting FOUR of the five religions discussed in class. 
· Write a summary of at least five paragraphs (intro, body, conclusion)
· Turn in the above on a poster displaying your graphic organizers and paper.
· Turn in your Cornell Notes separately (do not display these)
